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“Morocco is not the only country facing the 
problem of drought and water scarcity. �is 
issue has become a global phenomenon, one 
that is further compounded by climate 
change.

�e current water resource situation 
challenges us all: government, institutions and 
citizens. It requires us to be frank and 
responsible in dealing with the issue and in 
addressing whatever inadequacies there may 
be.

Morocco is now in a situation of chronic water 
stress, and not all problems can be solved by 
simply building the water facilities planned, 
notwithstanding their great importance and of 
the need for them.

I therefore call for all aspects of the water issue 
to be addressed seriously, putting, in 
particular, an end to all forms of squandering 
and of irrational, irresponsible use of this vital 
resource.”
